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RESUMEN

El objetivo del presente Trabajo Fin de Grado se centra en la presentacion del
Proyecto “Comenius”, uno de los programas financiados por la Union Europea para
favorecer el aprendizaje de lenguas, y su puesta en marcha en un colegio publico de

Valladolid.

El Programa Comenius promueve la movilidad y proporciona apoyo a los
centros educativos de los diferentes paises de la Unidon Europea orientado a Educacion
Infantil, Primaria y Secundaria. Sus acciones, y en mi opinién su gran valor, se centran
en la creacién de conocimiento, en la comprension de la cultura y lenguas Europeas y su

valor en las escuelas de toda Europa.

En el presente trabajo he llevado a cabo una investigacion basada en el anélisis
de los documentos existentes sobre la tematica del proyecto. El marco teodrico esta

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ABSTRACT

The aim of this end-of degree project focuses on the presentation of the project
“Comenius” -one of the programmes financed by the European Union to promote

language learning,- and how it can be initiated in a public school of Valladolid.

The Comenius Programme promotes mobility and provides support to schools in
different countries of the European Union oriented to Kindergarten, Primary Education,
and Secondary Education. Its actions, and in my opinion its greatest value, are focussed
on the creation of knowledge and understanding among young people and education

staff, and on the diversity of European cultures and languages and its values.

This project presents a research based on the analysis of existing documents on
the subject of the project. The framework is divided into different parts: the first part
shows the results of the European Language policy, secondly it gives general
information about the Comenius programme, and thirdly it gives details of the steps to
take to participate in the Comenius project. The end-of-degree project includes a
proposal for intervention, for which some activities for a Comenius multilateral
partnership in a school in Valladolid have been designed. Finally, the paper concludes
with some reflections on my participation in this programme and the possibilities the

Comenius programme offers.

Como parte de sus esfuerzos para promover la movilidad y el entendimiento
intercultural, la Unidén Europea (UE) ha designado el aprendizaje de lenguas como una
importante prioridad (Recomendacion R (82) 18) y financia numerosos programas y
proyectos en este ambito. En opinion de la UE, el multilingliismo es un elemento
importante de la competitividad europea. Por lo tanto, uno de los objetivos de la politica
lingiiistica de la UE es que todo ciudadano europeo domine otros dos idiomas, ademas

de su lengua materna.

En Europa la diversidad lingiiistica es una realidad y en una UE basada en la
«unidad en la diversidad», la capacidad para comunicarnos en varias lenguas es una

obligacion que tenemos como ciudadanos.

COMENIUS.

El Programa Comenius promueve la movilidad y la cooperacion entre centros de
diferentes paises de la Union Europea, por ello, subvenciona tanto acciones de

movilidad individual como son los intercambios de alumnado y personal educativo,

movilidad para el alumnado de Educacion Secundaria, cursos de formacion para
profesorado, visitas preparatorias para actividades de movilidad con visitas y ayudantias

para futuro profesorado, y también asociaciones escolares tales como asociaciones

escolares Comenius, asociaciones escolares Comenius- Regio, proyectos multilaterales,

redes multilaterales y medidas de acompafiamiento.

Comenius durante todos estos afios, ha apoyado estas medidas. Por eso, segiin un
calculo aproximado, cada afio mas de 27.000 escuelas, 135.000 profesores y 1.500.000
alumnos cuentan con una experiencia Europea en sus escuelas a través de las

asociaciones escolares Comenius.

Las asociaciones escolares Comenius, basada en proyectos entre centros de dos,
tres 0 mas paises, permiten que mas de 100 000 alumnos y maestros cada afio puedan
cruzar las fronteras para poder disfrutar de una experiencia de aprendizaje tUnica.
Ofreciendo al alumnado y al profesorado la oportunidad de trabajar en campos
tematicos de interés mutuo con centros de otros paises. Se pueden realizar reuniones de
proyecto entre los centros participantes en la asociacion, intercambios de personal y
alumnado, intercambios de experiencias e investigaciones, difusion de documentacion
relacionada con actividades de cooperacion, actuaciones, organizacion de exposiciones,
preparacion lingiiistica del profesorado y alumnado y otras muchas actividades que

fomenten el aprendizaje.
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Las asociaciones escolares Comenius representan alrededor de tres cuartas partes
del presupuesto por programas. Entre 2007 y 2010 alrededor de 6.400 asociaciones
escolares fueron puestas en marcha con el apoyo de la UE, con la participacion 26 000

escuelas (Figura 1).

Las agencias Nacionales gestionan el presupuesto anual para las asociaciones
escolares Comenius. Cada pais participante recibe un presupuesto en funcidén de
diferentes factores (tamafio de la poblacion escolar). Por eso en los paises con una
demanda elevada de asociaciones escolares no es posible financiar todas las solicitudes.

solicitudes presentadas que de solicitudes aprobadas finalmente.

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Por otra parte, en el programa Comenius existen mas de 11000 escuelas de toda

Pueden ser asociaciones escolares que quieran tratar algin tema de interés
relacionado con las artes, ciencias, idiomas, TIC, educaciéon medioambiental o con la
ciudadania europea. Deben incluirse todas las actividades en el curriculo del alumnado

y ademdas fomentar la participacion en las fases del proyecto, planificacion,

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organizacion y evaluacion de las actividades. Otras asociaciones escolares estan

centradas en cuestiones mas pedagogicas o de gestion que permiten el intercambio de

experiencias y el desarrollo de nuevos enfoques y metodologias entre centros escolares

de los diferentes paises.

Por ultimo, hay otras asociaciones que tratan temas sobre la comprension multilingiie o

sobre el aprendizaje integrado de contenidos y lenguas extranjeras (AICLE) con el

objetivo de promover la diversidad lingiiistica de Europa fomentando el uso de todas las

lenguas oficiales de la Union Europea.

Las asociaciones bilaterales, que solo son posibles con un claro enfoque
lingiiistico. Se realizan entre dos centros educativos y deben incluir

necesariamente un intercambio reciproco de alumnado.

Tanto las Asociaciones multilaterales como las bilaterales tienen una duracién de 2

afnos y pueden participar:

- Alumnado de centros educativos de educacion infantil, primaria y
secundaria, con excepcion de formacion profesional de grado medio y
superior.

- Profesorado y demas personal de los centros educativos.

Las asociaciones escolares Comenius pueden realizar diferentes tipos de actividades
centradas en el objetivo del programa, como pueden ser, reuniones de proyecto entre
centros de diferentes paises, intercambios de personal y alumnado que participa en las
actividades del proyecto, intercambio de ideas, experiencias y practicas entre centros,
redaccion y publicacion de documentacion, creacion de nuevos productos, objetos o
dibujos relacionados con el proyecto, actuaciones, exposiciones... cualquier tipo de

5.1 EL CENTRO ESCOLAR SOLICITA EL PROGRAMA
COMENIUS.

Para que la idea de participar en una asociacion escolar Comenius prospere, €s
esencial la colaboracion y participacion de toda la comunidad escolar, incluidos los
equipos directivos, empleados administrativos, personal de apoyo, madres y padres y la

comunidad a la que sirve la escuela.

Por lo tanto, la primera fase es organizar reuniones internas en la escuela para
aclarar el objetivo de la asociacion escolar Comenius: reforzar la dimension Europea en
el campo de la Educacion infantil, primaria y secundaria, promoviendo la movilidad y
el aprendizaje colaborativo entre los centros escolares. A continuacion se trataran los
siguientes aspectos: paises que participaran en este proyecto, qué profesorado esta
interesado en participar y qué ambitos tematicos o temas podrian tratar, y ademas con

qué recursos dispone el centro para solicitar este proyecto.

La segunda fase para poder participar en una asociacion es encontrar socios. El
nimero de socios es distinto dependiendo del tipo de asociaciéon como hemos visto
anteriormente (p.22). En una asociacion multilateral deben participar un minimo de 3
centros de 3 paises participantes en el Programa de aprendizaje permanente y en una
asociacion bilateral solo pueden participar dos centros. Existen diferentes formas para
contactar con los socios:

- Visitas preparatorias que pueden durar hasta cinco dias, donde podran conocer
a los posibles socios y discutir cuestiones tales como el plan de trabajo, los
papeles y las tareas de la escuela coordinadora, los medios de comunicacion,

las lenguas que se van a utilizar y las actividades de movilidad que se llevaran
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a cabo durante el proyecto. Para solicitar una visita preparatoria se deberd
rellenar una solicitud disponible a través de la Agencia Nacional.

- Seminarios de contacto: estos seminarios estan organizados por las Agencias
Nacionales de los paises participantes en Comenius donde puede conocer a
compafieros de escuelas interesadas en establecer una asociacion escolar
Comenius.

- Otra forma de encontrar socios es a través de la pagina web eTwinning'’.

Una vez encontrados los socios, se decide el lugar y el dia de la primera reunién, ésta
es crucial ya que las decisiones que se tomen afectaran al desarrollo del proyecto
Comenius. En esta reunion se debe comenzar con la elaboracion del plan de trabajo
siempre proponiendo una meta que sea alcanzable. Empezardn a organizar las
actividades y se pondran en comun diferentes planes e ideas por parte de los socios de la
asociacion escolar. Hay que tener en cuenta ademads de los alumnos y de las edades de
los alumnos que participan en cada escuela, que los temas deben estar relacionados con
sus intereses e integrarse en el trabajo de las clases normales para que el alumnado
pueda participar activamente en las actividades. En esta reunion también se debera
ofrecer informacion sobre la escuela, informacion turistica, carta de saludo, fotografias,

regalos...etc.

Por otro lado, la asociacion escolar debe implicar en cada escuela a un equipo
multidisciplinar para facilitar la integracion de las actividades en el curriculo y poder
hacer frente tanto a los posibles problemas que puedan aparecer como a los cambios de
personal que puede dificultar que el proyecto se lleve a cabo. Con una asociacion en la
que participe toda la escuela es mas facil poner en practica las ideas, dar a conocer al
proyecto, motivar al alumnado y profesorado, captar la atencién de responsables

educativos y conseguir el apoyo de los padres y madres de los alumnos.

Fomentar el aprendizaje de lenguas en la educacion escolar es uno de los
objetivos de Comenius, por eso, para poder llevar el plan de trabajo es importante la

comunicacion de los socios durante todo el proyecto por lo que se fijard en esta reunion

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una lengua comun a todos ellos, ademas de plantear los medios de comunicacién que
utilizaran.

Normalmente se utilizan las cartas, faxes y correos electronicos para establecer
un contacto mas personal e inmediato ademas con la ventaja de ofrecer una copia
tangible y duradera de lo que se ha dicho. Actualmente las escuelas utilizan las
Tecnologias de la Informacion y la Comunicacion (TIC) donde se pueden utilizar
plataformas de comunicacion basadas en Internet como etwinning, videoconferencias o

incluso chats.

Ademas de todas estas cuestiones, es importante decidir qué escuela coordinara
la asociacion escolar (el centro coordinador es el que supervisa el desarrollo general
de la asociacion escolar, controla el progreso del proyecto y actia como un punto de
contacto) y sobre todo planifica tanto las tareas que asumird cada escuela como las

fechas en las que se celebraran las proximas reuniones.

Una vez que se han encontrado los socios y se ha decidido el centro coordinador, la
tercera fase es presentar el formulario de solicitud'® (Anexo 1y 2) para solicitar una
subvencion para la asociacion. Antes de cumplimentar el formulario se deben tener en

cuenta una serie de consideraciones:

- El centro coordinador sera el encargado de recopilar toda la informaciéon de
sus socios y cumplimentar, en la lengua de trabajo de la asociacion, el
formulario en linea de caracter obligatorio a nivel europeo.

- Cuando el formulario esté completo, el coordinador ha de reenviar una copia
en formato PDF a cada uno de sus socios. Y Cada socio debe imprimirlo,
firmar y sellar la seccidon correspondiente a la Declaracion Jurada. Una vez
sellada y firmada, ha de enviar al Organismo Auténomo Programas
educativos Europeos (OAPEE) y a su Administracion educativa la copia del

formulario.

En caso de duda, conviene consultar con el responsable del Programa en la

Administracion educativa o con la Agencia Nacional.

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- Una vez entregado el formulario de candidatura se inicia el proceso de
seleccion, basado en la calidad de la propuesta presentada y en el
presupuesto disponible para esta accidén en los paises a los que pertenecen

los socios.

Para la realizacion de esta solicitud se deben consultar los criterios publicados en
la Convocatoria de propuestas'’ para asegurarse de que la solicitud los respete. Una
buena solicitud debe poseer unos objetivos claros y resultados realistas, un plan de
trabajo claro y coherente, planes para la evaluacién continua del proyecto y para la
difusion de los resultados del producto a escala tanto local y regional como nacional.
Ademas en esta solicitud debe quedar claro que las actividades han sido acordadas por
todos los socios y que todos estan comprometidos con ellas. Cada solicitud de
asociacion es evaluada por expertos nombrados por la Agencia Nacional del pais
coordinador, en el caso de Espafa:

Las solicitudes que presenten un nivel minimo de calidad se clasificaran en una lista
europea y recibiran financiacion en funcion de su clasificacion siempre y cuando haya

fondos disponibles.

Si la solicitud ha sido aceptada la Agencia Nacional correspondiente, enviard un
convenio de subvencion por el que se comprometera a llevar a cabo las actividades
descritas en la solicitud y a respetar las obligaciones contractuales y de notificacion. El
Convenio entrard en vigor cuando la Agencia Nacional haya firmado las copias del
convenio y le haya devuelto su copia. A continuacion, la Agencia Nacional transferira la
ayuda a la escuela en dos pagos: un primer pago anticipado del 80% y el segundo del

20% al final de la asociacion escolar Comenius.

corregir.

Por ultimo en la quinta fase de este proyecto, es importante compartir las
experiencias y los resultados a través de:

- Pequenas exposiciones en las escuelas o en otros lugares publicos.

- Creacion de una publicacion escolar o redaccion articulos e informes.

- Utilizacion de las paginas web de las escuelas (Blogs, wikis...)

- Distribucion de informacién en reuniones de puertas abiertas o en reuniones.

- Redaccioén de articulos para periodicos.

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5.2 PROPUESTA DE INTERVENCION CON EL COLEGIO
NARCISO ALONSO CORTES EN EL PROGRAMA COMENIUS.

= Introduccion

Este centro se basa en el programa bilingiie del Convenio MEC/British Council®' que se
viene desarrollando desde el afio 1996 y permite a los alumnos cursar las ensefianzas
desde la Educacion Infantil hasta el final de la Educacion Secundaria Obligatoria (3 a 16
afos) siguiendo un curriculo que integra elementos del sistema educativo espafol y

britanico.

Este programa se desarrolla en las comunidades autonomas de Aragdén, Asturias,
Baleares, Castilla y Leon, Castilla-La Mancha, Cantabria, Extremadura, Madrid, Murcia
y Navarra y en las ciudades autébnomas de Ceuta y Melilla, en un total de 84 centros de

Educacion Infantil y Primaria y 43 de Secundaria.

El programa implica un aumento del nimero de horas lectivas de inglés y la imparticion
de al menos dos materias en inglés, lo que supone un total de entre 9 y 12 horas
semanales en lengua inglesa. Para ello se cuenta con profesores altamente cualificados y
habilitados para impartir las ensefianzas en inglés, que ademas cuentan con el apoyo de
profesores con experiencia en el sistema educativo anglosajon. La metodologia
desarrollada es muy activa, usando la mayoria del tiempo en las aulas el TPR y fomenta

la utilizacién de las nuevas tecnologias de la comunicacion.

El alumnado que finaliza la Educacion Primaria en un Centro Publico de Infantil y
Primaria acogido a este convenio puede continuar sus estudios en un Instituto de
Ensefianza Secundaria cercano también acogido a este programa. En el caso del Colegio
Narciso Alonso Cortés cuando los alumnos finalizan la etapa de Educacion Primaria

pasan al Instituto Galileo para poder seguir con el programa.

Los estudiantes de Secundaria participan en programas internacionales de

hermanamiento con centros britanicos. Al finalizar el 4° curso de Educacidén Secundaria

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Obligatoria, el alumnado consigue un nivel de conocimiento del inglés como primera
lengua extranjera que se corresponde con un nivel entre B2y C2 del Marco Comun

Europeo de Referencia para las Lenguas.

Esto permite que, en los Institutos de Secundaria, el alumnado pueda presentarse, si lo
desea, a las pruebas externas de la Universidad de Cambridge para obtener el
Certificado Internacional de Educacion Secundaria (IGCSE) en distintas materias. Los
excelentes resultados obtenidos en los tres ultimos afios ponen de manifiesto el alto

nivel adquirido por el alumnado, tanto en el &mbito lingliistico como en el cientifico.

=  Contextualizacion

En el momento en el que estoy elaborando mi Trabajo de Fin de Grado, el Colegio
Narciso Alonso Cortés de Valladolid esta esperando la aceptacion de su solicitud para
participar en el Programa Multilateral Comenius 2013, donde participaran otros siete
paises mas (Alemania, Republica Checa, Turquia, Lituania, Polonia, Finlandia y
Rumania). En este proyecto titulado “Water-Wise” los alumnos de 5° Primaria, trataran
el tema del agua con la intencién de aumentar la conciencia sobre la importancia de esta
necesidad basica. En el transcurso de Comenius, han planteado entre todos los paises
que intervienen en este proyecto actividades para que los alumnos entiendan el valor del
agua y la necesidad de protegerlo.

Instructions:

1. Fill the two glasses about half full water.

2. Add in one glass 3 teaspoons of salt and mix it.

3. Add more salt until it can’t dissolve and you observe that the salt is at the
bottom of the glass.

4. Now, put the egg in each glass and observe. What happened? The egg in the

salt glass float and in the other glass goes down at the bottom.

ONLY WATER

4+ How it works:
The salt water is denser (heavier) than the egg and it makes it push up. The same
happens when we get into the sea water, we can float better in the sea than in a
lake or a pool. For example the Dead Sea is a salt lake bordering Jordan to the

East and Israel to the west, therefore people who go to this lake can float in it.

4 Time: one hour.
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Experiment 2: “Magic toothpicks” 2.-Grade

+ Materials:
- Some toothpicks.
- A plate with water.
- Soap.

- A sugar lump.

4+ Instructions:
1. Carefully lay the matches on the surface of the water.
2. Place the sugar lump in the middle of the plate and wait a few seconds. What
happened? The toothpicks move towards the sugar.
3. Now place the soap in the middle of the plate. What happened? The
toothpicks should move away from the soap.
4+ How it works:
When you put the sugar lump in the middle of the plate, it absorbs some of the
water. A small current of water flows towards the sugar and pulls the toothpicks
with it.
But when you hold the soap in the middle of the plate the stronger surface

tension around the edge of the plate pulls the toothpicks outwards.

£ Time: one hour.

Experiment 3: “Lift an ice cube with a thread” 3.-Grade

4+ Materials:
- A bowl of water.
- Anice cube.
- A piece of thread.
- Some salt.
4+ Instructions:
1. Float the ice cube in the bowl of water.

2. Lay the piece of thread carefully on the top of the ice cube.
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3. Sprinkle a little salt around the thread.
4. Wait a few seconds and try to use the thread to lift the cube ice.

+ How it works:
When you sprinkle salt onto the cube ice, it makes the ice around the thread
melt. This is because salty water freezes at a lower temperature than fresh water.
But no salt falls under the thread and it becomes frozen again into ice. This
allows you to lift the ice cube with the thread.

Experiment 4: “How can we make bubbles?” the whole school.

+ Materials:
- A large container.
- Dishwasher soap.
- Sugar glasse.

Pour two measures of water, one measure of dishwasher soap, an average
measure of sugar glasse and mix all in the container.

6. CONCLUSION

An essential part of the
curriculum is devoted to skiing, skating and other winter sparts. In the national curriculum, the teaching of swimming is the only

mandatory issue in PE,

The objective of this cross-curricular project is to wark collaboratively on raising the level of consciousness of the impartance of
water in our school communities. All tasks will be available at different levels for all age levels and school types that work together
in this project To this end we will for example design and share science experiments at different levels of difficulty to understand
the changes of state. Then, each of us will choose the appropriate ones according ta our pupils’ level and our national curriculum.
